
PCSO REPORT - MARCH 2009 
 
I have been patrolling Sedlescombe, Cripps Corner, Staplecross and Ewhurst Green regularly 
by car and on foot.  Speed checks, school patrols and checking of licensed premises are 
conducted regularly.  I have also been assisting Police officers in other areas when required 
for traffic accidents, burglaries, house to house enquiries, scene guarding, missing persons 
and general intelligence gathering. 
 
 
SEDLESCOMBE 
 
A trailer was stolen from a front garden on the Street.  Registration number  P562JVC. If seen 
to be reported to Sussex police. 
 
A deer was hit by a car in Ivy Lane.  There was no injury to the driver.  
 
Local youths were reported banging on doors at East View Terrace.  Talks are currently 
taking place with youth workers to help tackle this ongoing problem.  Youths were 
approached and strong words of advice were given. 
 
Attended the Parish Council meeting on 10/03. 
 
A dead deer was lying in the B2244 on 13/03.  Council was called to remove the carcass. 
 
Another deer was reported injured on the B2244.  Council was called out to deal. 
 
2 males were arrested for causing a disturbance in East view Terrace. 
 
Spectators at the motor cross created parking problems.  A unit was called out to attend. 
 
A pedestrian was knocked over by a car .  There were very minor injuries. 
 
A loose horse was reported in the Street.  Horse was retrieved. 
 
Another dead dear was found lying on the roadside just past Hurst Lane.  Arrangements were 
made to have it taken away. 
 
A considerable amount of fly tipping was abandoned on the junction of the A21 and the 
B2244. The rubbish was searched and an address found. The culprit was tracked down and 
was asked to clear up the rubbish. Rubbish was immediately recovered. Rother council were 
informed and met me on site. Prosecutions will consequently take place. 
 
CRIPPS CORNER 
 
Some trees were stolen from a property estimated value of £75. 
 
A driver had a minor accident avoiding a lorry.  There were no injuries. 
 
A suspicious male in a Red  N reg Vauxhall Corsa was reported.  Details were taken and 
checked but showed no history. However if seen in area it must be reported to police.  Details 
have been placed on record. 
 
A sheep was reported loose on the road.  Sheep was rounded up and owner informed. 
 
A traffic accident between a cyclist and a car occurred on 29/03.  There were no injuries.
