SERIAL 1086 10.04.2010
HIGH STREET, BATTLE

A report was received from a local shop that 4 males had entered the
store and used the pay point machine using stolen cards. .. the staff
were alerted by their actions and challenged the males.

A community order
was made ordering the male to carry out unpaid work totalling 200
hours.
