Sedlescombe Parish Council received a Countryside Agency Grant to write a "Sedlescombe
Parish Plan” during 2002 using information obtained from consultations with the public as
follows:

o Sedlescombe Parish Council meeting with young people, 17/05/2000 - over 50 attended

followed by a small youth survey

o Sedlescombe Sustainable Tourism Workshop, 27/11/2000, as part of the Rural Tourism

Initiative Pilot Project - over 50 attended

o Rother District Council Housing Needs Survey, April 2001 (Sedlescombe results) 34%

response rate
Sedlescombe Crime & Safety Evening, 04/09/2001 - about 70 attended

Battle Healthcheck public meeting (Market Towns Initiative) in Sedlescombe,

18/02/2002 - about 20 attended

o Battle Heathcheck postal survey (Market Towns Initiative), January-February 2002

(Sedlescombe results), about 37% response rate (over Battle Partnership area)

o Sedlescombe Safer Villages Questionnaire, March 2002, as part of the Safer Villages
Initiative Pilot Project, 32% response rate followed by the Safer Villages Plan produced

by the Sedlescombe Safer Villages Steering Group in May 2002
